A healthy fish habitat not only reflects on the health of the fish themselves, but also on the health of the mini-ecosystems on the golf courses.  Fish habitat are the are the parts of the aquatic environment that fish depend on, directly or indirectly in order to carry out their life processes.  They are the areas where spawning, rearing, food supply and migration occurs.  They are the areas necessary for the fish to live out their lives successfully.





The streams and rivers that travel through the golf courses, and the wetlands that occupy the lowlands are prospective habitat areas.  These habitats meet the needs for the fish for quality water, food and shelter.  If these are not met due to damage or loss of habitat, their populations will decline or eventually disappear.  The Department of Fisheries and Oceans (DFO) applies the principle of  “No Net Loss” to proposed projects and works.  It is important to protect fish and their habitat.





On many golf courses, stream crossings are common.  However, an improperly designed, built and maintained stream crossing can negatively impact fish and fish habitat.  The causes of most of these problems involve:


 Blocked migration due to design of the crossing.


 Sediment loading into the water ways.


 Loss of vegetation along and in the water way.


 Introduction of deleterious substances duri
